Each
concept addresses capacity found in the triple helix partnership in each
country.

The Learning Innovation Unit (LIU) is a concept that gathers a group of
people involved in digital skills training. The group covers all stakeholders
in the following skills training. Here the cluster of tech companies (IT
departments) plays an essential role.

The On-the-Job-Training concept establishes skills training in simulation
facilities or clinical practice. Here the healthcare providers play a central
role.
